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DEMONSTRATION by PHAM BAO KHANH LINH

During our July meeting, we were fortunate to be able to watch a demonstration on assembling miniature
landscapes by Pham Bao Khanh Linh. Linh is a garden designer from western Sydney. He prefers to call his sculp-
tures miniature landscapes rather than bonsai. Nowadays, we have smaller backyards (or bigger houses) and less
time to spend in our yards. We also have to consider lack of water and costs involved in landscaping our home
sites. Linh has come up with an ideal solution to this problem.

to this in two hours.

And here is one he prepared earlier. The rocks are
imported from China, the dark one (two glued together)
came from a friend and the lighter rocks are from Bonsai
South Nursery. They are made up of several smaller
pieces glued together.

Starting with a selection of interesting rock formations and several prepared bonsaii this setting comprised three
separate Arockso, Linh placed the trees on the rocks

Once the composition had been decided on, Linh removed all the
soil from the roots and placed the trees in water to which Seasol
has been added. Linh has a mixture of clay, sand, moss and Seasol
which is used to grow the trees in. He then sprayed the rock to help
the clay mixture to stick to it. This mixture is smeared over the area
where the trees are to be planted.
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
