JOBS for DECEMBER

If you have been feeding your fig trees well, you can defoliate now by cutting off all the leaves
including the petiole (small stalk between the leaf and stem). Pruning and/or defoliation (only on
healthy trees) can still be done now eg. Figs, maples, wisteria, chinese elms.

Any trees with delicate leaves, eg. Maples, liquidambers, should be put in a sheltered position
in case of sun or wind burn.

Keep the water up to your trees and donot |
banksia should be kept sitting in a tray of water.

Cuttings can be taken now that the spring growth has hardened off sufficiently.

Do not trim crepe myrtles anymore Or you Wwo
If you are going on holidays, leave re-potting until your return as aftercare is most important.
This could be a good time to look at your trees and decide if you really want them all or are able
to comfortably manage them. Those you find you can do without, you can sell or give to a friend

who is starting out or donate them to your club for re-sale or raffle..

Kunio Kobayashi i Edogawa, Tokyo, Japan

While visiting Japan in February 2009, we visited the Bonsai nursery and Bonsai Museum of
Kunio Kobayashi in Edogawa Ward in eastern Tokyo. In 2005 and 2006, Mr Kobayashi dem-
onstrated at the Springtime Flora Festival at Kariong. Gosford has a sister city relationship
with Edogawa and the Japanese garden at the Gosford Arts Centre was a gift from the people
of Edogawa. Mr Kobayashi has established his museum in a purpose-built traditional Japa-
nese building with many rooms, each of which has a tokonoma with a regularly changing dis-
play. Mr Kobayashi has won many of the top competitions and awards for bonsai in Japan and
has travelled all over the world teaching. His museum and nursery had on display some of the
best bonsai that we saw in Japan and | think my description cannot do it justice. Just look at
the photos.

In these tokonoma and those below, all of the elements have significance, including the posts
which are often the remains of an important tree which was venerated while alive and has now
been given a place of honour. Note the natural light in below right photo.
