Bob, Wendy and | have recently returned from a three-week holiday in Japan where we saw
some of the most spectacular bonsai and were overwhelmed by the warmth and generosity of
the people we met. We arrived in Osaka on 31st January and stayed there a few days before
travelling to Newcastlebds sister city, Ub e,
As most of you will be aware, the Ube branch of the Japan Bonsai Society have always been
good friends of Newcastle Bonsai Society and we have regularly exchanged correspondence
and gifts for many years. They send us a box of bonsai calendars every year.
Ube is in Yamaguchi-ken (i.e. Yamaguchi prefecture, the westernmost prefecture on the main
island of Honshu), about 300km west of Osaka. We travelled to Yamaguchi City on the
Shinkansen (bullet train) and then took a local train to Ube arriving at 1337 (the exact time
shown in the timetabled just like NSW railways, eh?).
Our Ube bonsai friends were at the station to meet us with a translator, a delightful lady called
Miyako. They took us to our hotel and then to see the sights of Ube. For the next three days we
were treated like royalty by our hosts Mr Okamoto and Mr Fuijita
The biggest thing happening on 3rd February was the Setsubun Festival which happens at this
time every year. It is officially the last day of winter and is a Shinto Festival (Shinto, of course, is
the official religion of Japan but they are usually Buddhists as well and may also throw in a bit of
Christianityd very adaptable people). We went to a Shinto Shrine, Nakatsuse Jinja, in Ube for
the festival where we looked a bit conspicuous because of our strange (i.e. non-Japanese)
appearance. Surprisingly, we met another Australian who comes from Caves Beach and has
lived in Ube for 16 years teaching English at the University. He introduced us to the Shinto priest
who welcomed us and invited us to have tea (mugi cha, made from roasted soy beans) which, of
course, we did. That night Mr Okamoto took us to his favourite Yakitori restaurant.
On our second day in Ube, we had an audience with the deputy mayor (we were supposed to
meet the Mayor but something came up and he could not make it) who chatted to us for a while
and presented us with gifts. We gave him a book about Newcastle and a bottle of Australian red
wine which he seemed to appreciate. He also invited the local press and we featured on the
front page of the local paper, the Ube Nippo, with a colour photo. Photo below shows us with the
Deputy Mayor (between Bob and me), Mr Okamoto, President of Ube Bonsai (far left) and Mr
Fujita, Secretary of Ube Bonsai (second from right).
