First up was Grant Bowie . Grant brought in a Juniper to work on below.

This tree had the raffia wrapped
around it for just

over 2years.

When the raffia was wrapped around

it was done wet and pull as tight as

you can. Once this was completed ;
the wire was put in place and finally it [FEEEE e~
was bent to the shape that Grant
was after. This was left for that
amount of time so that the tree will
take on the new shop without spring

back to much

When all the raffia was removed
it did spring back a little but was
ok.

Next his helper wired the top and
the cascading branch. These
were then bent to their new posi-
tion. With some branches re-
moved and a little bit of plucking
of foliage. We were left with the
tree pictured on the right. As you
can see from the before and af-
ter shots the tree is looking
good.

Grant talked a lot about fertilizer
and the application of this he
uses slow release when potting
and regularly throughout the
growing season he uses liquid
fertilizer Maxi crop, Power feed
and Sea sol etc.
